Britons lay out roughly $260 million a year on alternative therapies with spending
estimated to reach more than $400 million annually within four years.

Research polls suggest about 68 percent of the British population believes such
therapies are as helpful as conventional treatments but there long has been
concern over the lack of regulation, the newspaper said.
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
